1. Describe the community the issue affects. How are you connected to it?

2. What is the debatable issue you investigated? Explain it so your readers understand exactly what it is.
3. Why is it controversial? 
4. Why are you interested in this issue? Why is resolving this issue important to you? 
5. What are at least two sides of the issue? What does each side believe from their perspective?
6. What is your narrow, specific thesis (argument/main claim)? Remember it must explain your solution to the issue. It may be several sentences. 
7. What claims will you make to support your thesis? List each claim for each body paragraph at the beginning. Does each claim connect to your thesis?
8. Use specific evidence (research) to support each claim. Decide if it is better to paraphrase, summarize, or quote for each source.
9. When introducing each source, establish its value, show its credibility, and help your reader understand its significance.
10. Make sure each piece of evidence you use from your sources effectively appeal to pathos, logos, and/or ethos. Check to see if any evidence used in your sources has exaggerated use of pathos, mistaken or misleading logic, or misused ethos.

11. Explain each piece of your evidence and how it supports your claims.
12. What is the most common and reasonable opposing view? Negotiate the opposition.
